Under the direction of the school level principal, the Academic Engagement Interventionist will assist the school 
principal in the development and implementation of a comprehensive Student Intervention/Support Program 
designed to ensure all students continue on a successful path that leads to graduation and post-secondary 
options that enable students to thrive in a 21st century global economy.

Responsibilities and Essential Functions:  

 

 Works and collaborates effectively with teachers and other school-based personnel to develop and 

implement individual student support plans. 

 Conducts home visits as a part of dropout prevention. 

 Administers the prescribed Dropout Survey to targeted students, and interpret and record results. 

 Designs and implements a comprehensive plan with identified strategies (including 

advising, counseling, and mentoring services) to reduce the dropout rate. 

 Designs and implements individualized intervention plans with specific strategies (including advising, 

counseling, and mentoring programs and services) to address the needs of targeted students and to 

their families/caregivers. 



 

 

 Recruits, trains, and monitors mentors as part of the dropout prevention program. 

 Delivers a wide range of direct parent activities and services including - but not limited to — in-

service, training, and workshop sessions related to dropout prevention strategies. 

 Identifies and connects students and their families to appropriate educational, social, and other 

support services in the school, district, and communities. 

 Supports teachers by designing and implementing instructional activities, materials, and 
strategies in classrooms, workshops, summer programs, and other appropriate settings in an 
effort to support targeted students. 

 Monitors the school performance of targeted at-risk students in the areas of 

academic achievement, attendance, and behavior. 

 Contacts and communicates directly with parents/guardians on a regular basis to ensure 

parent awareness of and involvement in their child's school performance and to secure parent 

support of student participation in school, and other activities. 

 Maintains accurate data, records, etc. to document all activities conducted and services provided.
