% 5th-8th grade students are eligible for the Atomic Kids category
« 9th-12th grade students are eligible for the Lab Teens category

Students may either submit an individual experiment or a group experiment. The

group experiment should not have more than four students.

Video length and content

% Videos must be at least two minutes long. The maximum length for a
video is six minutes.

Environmental, life/Earth and laboratory science are acceptable topics.

research studies, demonstrations, and models. Students must either
demonstrate the experiment or show the results of the experiment while

providing an explanation of the project.
