Pat 
Wagner indicated that some of the Child Abuse Councils are working on training 
mandated reporters on their obligation to report. Colleen will check with the Children’s 
Trust Fund (CTF) to find out more information. Colleen contacted CTF on 3/12/07. She 
was able to obtain mailing labels for all the Child Abuse Councils. They will be
