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Nicholas Bozen is a graduate of the University of Notre Dame, where he received a B.A. degree
in government, and a graduate of the University of Michigan Law School. He began his legal
career as Staff Counsel to an ad hoc committee of the Michigan Legislature. Following that
assignment, he worked for Michigan’s Legislative Service Bureau, where he provided both legal
advice and bill drafting services to the State Legislature. He also worked as a Legal Editor in the
Bureau’s Legal Publications Division. Mr. Bozen then transferred from the legislative to the executive
branch of state government, where he was appointed as the first full-time Administrative Law
Judge for the Michigan Department of Mental Health, Office of Legal and Legislative Affairs. He
was past Director of the Administrative Law Division, Michigan Department of State. He currently
serves as the Director, Office of Regulatory Affairs, Michigan Department of History, Arts and
Libraries. In that capacity, Mr. Bozen provides legal support to the Michigan Historical Center,
which is an agency of the Department of History, Arts and Libraries. The Center administers
programs concerning historic preservation, archaeology, the State Historical Museum, the State
Archives, and Michigan History Magazine. His office provides legal counsel to all of the Center’s
programs. The office also conducts contested case hearings and other reviews of issues raised
under the Local Historic Districts Act, the Income Tax and Single Business Tax Acts, and the
underwater recovery provisions of the Natural Resources and Environmental Protection Act.

Richard M. Buss is the Executive Director of the Detroit/SEM Community Development Association
for National City. He is responsible for community development investing in low and moderate
income communities of Detroit and Southeast Michigan. From a background in economic
development, Mr. Buss entered community development finance at First of America Bank in
1987, forming their bank Community Development Corporation in 1991. He has over 22 years
of experience in community and economic development. As manager of National City’s community
development program in Detroit since 1998, Mr. Buss has developed a total of $37.4 million in
equity investments. He has initiated National City’s program to provide specialized permanent
financing for qualified low-income tax credit projects, particularly ones too small for conventional
lending sources. As a Vice-President of the National City Bank of Michigan/Illinois, he serves on
the regional contributions committee and senior management group for Southeast Michigan. Mr.
Buss obtained his formal education in the field of political science having earned his Master’s
degree from the University of Michigan and his Bachelor’s degree from Western Michigan University.

Bryan Lijewski is the Architectural Coordinator with the State Historic Preservation Office, Michigan
Historical Center, Michigan Department of History, Arts and Libraries. He has been with the
preservation office since August of 1999 when he was hired to administer the new state tax
credit program. Additional responsibilities include technical reviews of all proposed work for
lighthouse grant projects. Mr. Lijewski’s prior experience includes work with private architecture
firms and with the Illinois State Historic Preservation Office. His primary duties with the Illinois
office included administration of design services for the Illinois Main Street program. Mr. Lijewski
has an undergraduate degree in architecture from the University of Michigan and a graduate
degree in architecture with a specialization in history and preservation from the University of
Illinois.

James M. Marquardt is a shareholder with the Kalamazoo, Michigan law firm of Lewis, Reed &
Allen, P.C. His twenty-plus years of experience covers such areas as real estate purchase and
sales transactions, commercial leasing, zoning and land use law, condominium developments, oil
and gas law, construction contract and lien law, title insurance law, and historic preservation law.
