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Michigan Careers in Transition Services (MCIT) is a network of resources available to displaced workers. MCIT is 
a component of the State of Michigan’s Rapid Response program that provides immediate assistance to workers, 
companies, and communities impacted by mass layoffs and plant closings.   
 
What is MCIT?  
Multiple services, resources, and communication methods are available through MCIT for Chrysler employees who 
have separated from Chrysler voluntarily or involuntarily.  MCIT brings together a large network of resources to 
facilitate your transition in securing another job, starting a new career, managing your job search, continuing your 
education or adding certifications, starting your own business, or defining life after retirement.   Michigan Careers 
in Transition also provides the immediate and ongoing support and information you may need, including how to 
avoid foreclosure, money matters, coping with unemployment, and building your network - -  just to name a few. 
 
How does MCIT work? 
To take advantage of this network of resources, be sure to follow these steps: 

1. Visit the Michigan Careers in Transition website: www.michigan.gov/mcit  click on the Chrysler link.   
2. Place your resume online with the Michigan Talent Bank.  To do this please visit:  

https://www.michigan.gov/talentbank.  You must add the indicator MCIT2008A in the job title 
section of your Michigan Talent Bank resume.  Adding this MCIT2008A indicator, will place you 
on the MCIT - Chrysler e-mail list.

As shown in the example below, one of your job titles within the Michigan Talent Bank online resume 
must include MCIT2008A.  You may add any job titles that match your career interests in the order of your 
choice.  Place the indicator MCIT2008A in any box you choose.  Do not add any extra symbols or 
characters.  Your e-mail address must be active.  We recommend that you use a free e-mail provider such as 
Gmail, Hotmail, Yahoo, etc.

• Employers participating in MCIT for Chrysler will be able to locate qualified displaced Chrysler 
employees for job openings at their company. 

• When you search for jobs using the Michigan Talent Bank, you will be able to find and apply to job 
postings from employers participating in the MCIT effort. 

Agency will be able to send you advanced e-mail notifications of 
workshops, job fairs, resources and other targeted services that are part of the Rapid Response effort for 
Chrysler displaced workers.
