Summer Olympics

The Summer Olympics are about to begin! Taking place from August 5th through August 21st, the summer games only occur every FOUR years.  The Summer Olympic Games were first held in 1896, but it has expanded to include more countries and sporting events over the years. Because of the popularity of the Summer Olympics, the Winter Olympics were started in 1924. Now every two years there is an Olympic event! 

Originally, the Olympics were a 42-event competition with fewer than 250 male competitors from 14 nations (in 1896). Now there are over 300 events with over 10,000 competitors (both male and female) from over 200 nations! The location of the event rotates, and the 2016 games are in Rio de Janeiro. 

Five countries – Greece, Australia, France, Great Britain and Switzerland – have been represented at all Summer Olympic Games. The only country to have won at least one gold medal at every Summer Olympic Games is Great Britain. The United States leads the all-time medal table.
