Escalator and moving walk safety
Escalators and moving walks are generally safe ways to get from one place to another, but can be hazardous for children if guidelines are not followed. Don’t let children ride unattended, be sure shoelaces are tied, and hold your child’s hand and help them over the landing plate to prevent tripping when exiting. Isn’t your day already filled with too many unexpected events? Don’t make your ride on an escalator or moving walk one of them.
