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Windows 8 Keystrokes:

· Windows Key + I: brings up a dialog box with access to areas like control panel, personalization, and available networks
· Windows Key + X: this is the charm bar command; provides access to similar areas as above, but has additional options as well.
· One way to bring focus to the shutdown dialog box to shut down, restart, log off, etc. of the computer, is as follows: focus on desktop by pressing either Windows Key + M or Windows Key + D, then perform the keystroke ALT + F4
· One way to access the downloads, documents folder, and other features without having created a short cut is as follows: Windows Key + R will open the run dialog box. Then type c:\ in the search box and press Enter. Select the “users” option in the list and press Enter. In the demonstration, you heard my PC name which is “Kellie.” I selected this in the next list and pressed Enter. (This will vary depending on what your PC is named.) You then have access to the folders mentioned above, you can move to them by using arrow keys, or by using first letter navigation.
New Features of JAWS 16 Discussed:

· Perform the layered keystroke to access updated features to the OCR capability; JAWS Key + space bar and press the letter O. Then press the letter D. *This will activate the PDF reading for documents that have been scanned in rather than created as a PDF. *Please note that the results appear in a “results viewer window.” You have to Tab to this area and in my experience, it doesn’t work with great accuracy.
· Perform the layered keystroke JAWS Key + spacebar and then the letter J to activate the “search for JAWS command.” When the dialog box appears, you can then type in a search term and you will hear JAWS announce keystrokes related to the search term that was typed in.
· The semi-browse mode new in JAWS 16 was mentioned briefly, this simply means that browse mode responds differently in JAWS 16. *Review additional material from the JAWS Help menu to receive additional information.
Additional Information:

· To access Research It, perform the following keystroke; JAWS Key + spacebar and then press the letter R. *This will bring focus to the Research It dialog box where you can type in search terms and then Tab to select the relevant category to search within.
· To access Settings Center; there are several ways, I simply covered one way; Insert + F2 will open the Run JAWS Manager dialog box. You can use the arrow keys or first letter navigation to select Settings Center, where you can then make changes to many different settings.
· To select a voice profile that has already been created perform either of the following: JAWS Key + Control + the letter S. Or, select the Options menu in the JAWS Interface and arrow to voices submenu, open the submenu and arrow to select voice profile. If you select “voice adjustment…” this will open the dialog box where you can create and save additional voice profiles.
· To access the virtual viewer perform the following: JAWS Key + ALT + the letter W. This is helpful when needing to copy dialog information, as an example.
