LICENSING APPEAL ORDER  
 
 On December 30, 2014, Spartan Foods, Inc. (applicant) filed a request to transfer 

stock interest by dropping Edward Kallo as stockholder through transfer of 667 shares of 

stock to each new stockholder, Ronald Sesi and Elias Sesi, and 666 shares of stock to new 

stockholder, Mark Kejbou, in the Specially Designated Merchant license held the above-

noted address.   

At a meeting held on May 6, 2015, the Commission denied this request under MCL 

436.2003 and administrative rules R 436.1105(2)(g)(ii), R 436.1105(2)(g)(iv) and R 

436.1105(2)(h) after considering the recent 2015 arrest and conviction record of applicant 

stockholder, Ronald Sesi, and failure to disclose same to Commission staff during the 

processing of this application. 

The request was also denied under administrative rule R 436.1105(2)(j)  after 

considering the effects that issuance of a license would have on the health, welfare, and 

safety of the general public when determining whether an applicant should be issued a 

license or permit.   

Marshal Garmo, legal counsel on behalf of the applicant, submitted a timely request 
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for an appeal in this matter and represented the applicant at the June 4, 2015 hearing, held 

at the Commission’s Southfield office.   

After hearing arguments, reviewing the MLCC file, and discussion of the issue on 

the record, the Commission finds that the application should be returned to Commission 

staff for further processing.   

 

THEREFORE, IT IS ORDERED that the denial order of May 6, 2015 issued in this 

matter is REVERSED and this application is REMANDED to Commission staff for further 

processing.
