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DECISION AND ORDER ON RECONSIDERATION 
 
On May 23, 2011, we issued our Decision and Order in the above-captioned matter 

granting the request of Charging Party, Organization of School Administrators and 
Supervisors, Local 28, AFSA, AFL-CIO, to withdraw its charge against Respondent, 
Detroit Public Schools, and ordering that our decision and the Decision and Recommended 
Order of the Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) be published in accordance with 
Commission policy.   

 
On June 2, 2011, Respondent filed a motion for reconsideration of our decision to 

publish the ALJ’s Decision and Recommended Order.  On June 9, 2011, Charging Party 
notified us that it joins in Respondent’s request that we not publish the ALJ’s decision.
