4. Justify changing the current Code provisions, stating why the proposal is superior to the current provisions of the Code.  Proposals which add or delete requirements shall be supported by a logical explanation which clearly shows why the current Code provisions are inadequate or overly restrictive, specifies the shortcomings of the current Code provisions and explains how such proposals will improve the Code.

5. Substantiation for the proposed code change based on technical information.

6. A bibliography of any substantiating material submitted with the code change proposal.
