POSTER CONTEST ENTRY GUIDELINES  FOR ELEMENTARY STUDENTS
Entry Deadline: February 10, 2015 [Contest Has Concluded]
Eligibility: Any elementary school student living in Michigan is eligible to enter. 
Entry Guidelines: An entry form and digital jpeg of posters is to be submitted.  A maximum of 1 poster per student will be accepted. Posters must not exceed two feet (24 x 24 inches). 

Theme:  This project has a workplace safety and health theme: “How or Why I want my family to work safely”.
Media: Various media are accepted including but not limited to: crayon, markers, paint, pastel, charcoal, pen, pencil and fabric/textiles.
Submission Procedure: Digital Image may be submitted to the MIOSHA 40th Anniversary Outreach Sub-Committee in one of two ways. Digital image should be in JPEG format.  Each image file size should not exceed (1) MB. Images should be in color. (Unless the original poster is in black and white.)
Option 1: Email digital image file and scanned image of signed completed entry form to MIOSHA-ArtContest@michigan.gov. Include student’s name, school and grade in the email.
Option 2: Mail signed entry form and digital image files to MIOSHA, 40th Anniversary Outreach Sub-committee, 7150 Harris Drive, Box 30643, Lansing MI 48909-8143.  Digital file must be submitted on a CD. Each CD must be labeled with the student’s name, school and grade using a permanent marker.  
Selection Process: Winning posters will be selected by occupational safety and health professionals based on adherence to the theme. Selected work will be exhibited during the Michigan Safety Conference, April 13-15, 2015 at the Lansing Center. Posters must be delivered by Friday, April 10, 2015, 4:30 PM to MIOSHA, Secondary Complex, 7150 Harris Drive, Lansing MI. NO LATE SUBMISSIONS. All winning posters will remain as placed in the exhibit and not withdrawn before the close of the exhibit.
Selected posters must be created on poster board or on construction/other paper that is mounted onto ridged material (i.e. cardboard).  In addition, pastels or charcoals must be sprayed and/or covered with plastic or acetate.
