February Safety & Health Tip #1

Home Heating Safety

· NEVER use your stove or oven to heat your home.  They may produce dangerous levels of carbon monoxide that would threaten the health and safety of you and your family.

· Keep your portable heaters away from anything that could catch fire and away from wet areas.

· Plug and electric heater directly into a wall outlet. Don’t use an extension cord. Always unplug it when it not being used.  
· Before operating a portable generator, follow the manufacturer’s instructions.

· Connect appliances to the generator using flexible extension cords with current ratings adequate for the appliances served.

· NEVER plug a portable generator into a wall outlet.  You could damage your home’s wiring.

· Always use a generator in a dry, well-ventilated outdoor location away from doors, windows and fresh-air intakes to prevent deadly carbon monoxide from enter your home.

· NEVER use your generator in a basement or attached garage.
