	Topic:  Training & Certification


	Question:  Do you have a training program for cranes; for certification for employee?  Can you send me some information on training programs in Michigan for cranes?


	Answer: Yes, MIOSHA does have training requirements for underhung cranes.  Reference to will be made down below.  First take a look at the Standard, Part 20. Underhung Cranes & Monorail Systems.  The first place to check and verify that this is the standard that needs to be referenced is in the Scope.  The Scope for Part 20 states:

Rule 2001. This part applies to power-driven cranes, classified as underhung, single-leg gantry, and jib, operating on the bottom flange of a track section and to single-track monorail systems. This part does not include monorail systems used only to transport personnel or to monorail-type conveyor systems commonly referred to as overhead trolley conveyors or power and free trolley conveyors. This part does not apply to a crane with a manually moved type bridge or trolley.

Once it is determined that this is the correct standard, the rules need to be reviewed.  The rules that apply for these questions are: Rule 2021. Operator Selection; Rule 2022. Operator Training; Rule 2023. Operator Testing.
