	Question:  Do you have a training program for cranes; for certification for employee?  Can you send me some information on training programs in Michigan for cranes?


	Answer:  Yes, MIOSHA has training requirements for crawler cranes.  Reference to will be made below.  First please review the Standard, Part 19, Crawler, Locomotive, & Truck Cranes (linked below).  The first place to verify that this is the standard to be referenced is in the Scope.  The Scope for Part 19 states:

Rule 1901. This part applies for the safe construction and maintenance of crawler, locomotive and truck cranes including mobile hydraulic cranes, used only as lifting cranes, by the employer and their safe use by the employee in, around and about a place of employment. Railway cranes on public right of ways for clearing wrecks are excluded.

Once it is determined that this is the correct standard, the rules need to be reviewed.  The rules that apply for these questions are: Rule 1913. Operator Selection; Rule 1914. Operator Training; Rule 1915. Operator Testing.
