HOW TO OBTAIN OFFICIAL 840 RFID TAGS

Federal Animal Disease Traceability rules state that only tags beginning with the prefix 840
shall be considered official identification when applied to cattle on or after March 11, 2015.
Cattle tagged with 900-series tags prior to March 11, 2015 will be considered officially identified
for the life of the animal and those tags should not be removed. To meet Michigan requirements,
this official identification must be in the form of a radio frequency identification (RFID) ear tag.

To buy official 840 RFID tags, you must have a premises ID. To obtain a premises ID, or to
request your existing premises 1D number, contact the Michigan Department of Agriculture and
Rural Development at 1-800-292-39309.
