A job fair (or career fair) is a good place to get information about employers and make contacts that might lead to getting a job.  The following lists might help you be successful at job fairs:
Things to take to the job fair
1) Copies of résumé and DD Form 214

2) Information about potential employers

3) 30-second “sales pitch” about yourself

4) Smile, firm handshake, positive attitude

5) Energy and motivation

Things NOT to do at the job fair

1) Do not stay with a group of friends.

2) Do not carry a large purse or backpack.

3) Do not dress too casually.

4) Do not be uninformed about employers.

5) Do not arrive at the very end of the job fair.

Things to take home from the job fair

1) Business cards from potential employers

2) Notes about contacts established

3) Company brochures or literature

4) A better sense of career options available

5) Self-confidence in speaking to employers
