These county counselors coordinate the financial assistance offered through the Veterans Relief Fund and the Michigan Veterans Trust Fund.  They also assist veterans’ survivors with death benefits and refer veterans to other local agencies and programs for available assistance. 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Helmets to Hardhats
Helmets to Hardhats helps you put your training and skills to use as you transition to civilian life and jobs in the building and construction trades.  The program is administered by the Center for Military Recruitment, Assessment, and Veterans’ Employment.  It was established in 2003 and is supported by all 15 unions in the AFL-CIO’s Building and Construction Trades Department.  Positions include electricians, painters, carpenters, bricklayers, and plumber/pipefitters.
