2007-08 STATE SECTION 107 PLAN FOR PROGRAM OPERATION
 

All eligible districts, regardless of their operating status as specified in the next section, must complete the Section 107 Plan for Program Operation for 2007-08.
 

When a district initiates the Section 107 application, only the Plan for Program Operation and the Grant Contact Information will be displayed. The following actions are then required:
 

For districts operating independently or as a fiscal agent for a consortium: Once the Plan for Program Operation status for 2007-08 has been completed and saved, all required sections of the application will then appear on the Application Menu.

 

For districts operating as a consortium member: Once the Plan for Program Operation status for 2007-08 and the grant contact information has been completed and saved, the application can be submitted.

 

Consortium members are also required to respond to a direct invitation from the fiscal agent, when an e-mail from MEGS is received inviting the district to participate in the consortium. By accepting the invitation to participate in the consortium, each consortium member is responsible for reviewing and agreeing to the terms and conditions of the locally developed consortium agreement, which is part of the fiscal agent's application. 

 

For districts opting not to operate a program or be part of a consortium: Once the Plan for Program Operation status for 2007-08 and the grant contact information has been completed and saved, the application can be submitted.

2007-08 CAPPED ALLOWANCE INFORMATION FOR SECTION 107 FUNDED DISTRICTS
 

At this time, final capped allowance information for 2007-08 is not available. This information will be provided once the State School Aid Act for 2007-08 has been signed by the Governor. 

 

The Section 107 Program Operation form for 2007-08, through MEGS, requires a budget to be submitted. The budget may be based upon 2006-07's capped allowance data, however, once the final figures become available, districts will be required to modify their budgets accordingly.

- Do not use the BACK button to navigate through the application. Use the application menu in the top blue section of the screen.

 

- Click the SAVE button on each page as data is entered.

 

- Click on HELP in the top blue section of the screen for any information that may be helpful in completing the page/section.

 

- Click on ERRORS in the top blue section of the screen to determine that all required elements of the application have been completed and that the application has no errors. The applications cannot be submitted with errors. By clicking on each item on the error screen, the system will take you directly to the page which needs to be completed or which has errors.
