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Hiring Veterans
Two web sites that may be helpful to employers in hiring veterans are the America’s Heroes at Work site and the Hire Heroes USA site.  

America’s Heroes at Work is a joint project between two offices of the United States Department of Labor:  Veterans’ Employment & Training Service (VETS) and the Office of Disability Employment Policy (ODEP).  This web site educates employers about returning service members with Traumatic Brain Injury (TBI) and/or Post-Traumatic Stress Disorder (PTSD).  The web-based training is free and is available to employers 24 hours a day.
Under the site’s “For Employers” tab, information can be found about workplace accommodations, reasons to hire military veterans, and practices for success.  

Hire Heroes USA is a non-profit company and offers free services to veterans and employers.  Your company can become a Corporate Partner, and your open positions can be posted on the web site’s job board.  Information about tax credits and transition assistance workshops is also available on this web site.



Finding Veterans to Fill Openings
If you have openings in your company, post them for free on the Michigan Talent Bank.  As a registered employer, you can search thousands of résumés available to find the right candidate.  The posted jobs are accessible only by veterans for the first 24 hours, and their résumés are distinguished by an American Flag icon.
