The Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) has a National Call Center for Homeless Veterans, a hotline for veterans who are currently homeless or at risk of facing homelessness.  The hotline is set up to assist veterans and their families in finding local resources and is avail-able 24 hours a day, 7 days a week.  The toll-free phone number is (877) 4AID VET.

The Department of Housing and Urban Development and the Department of Veterans Affairs Supported Housing (HUD-VASH) Program, through a cooperative partnership, provides long-term case management, supportive services, and permanent housing support for eligible homeless veterans.   To be eligible, veterans must be VA Health Care-eligible, homeless and have a need for case management services. 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                   Job Corps/VETS Partnership

Two U.S. Department of Labor agencies, the Veterans’ Employment and Training Service (VETS) and the Employment and Training Administration’s Job Corps, have partnered to offer opportunities for veterans.  Job Corps offers hands-on training to eligible 20 – 24-year-olds in more than 100 career fields.  For veterans, the upper age limit of 24 may be waived if an otherwise eligible veteran has a documented disability.  
Currently, the program is being tested in the pilot phase in Job Corps centers in Missouri, Indiana, and Kentucky, but is expected to go nationwide after the pilot phase is complete.
