The U.S. Department of Labor’s Employment and Training Administration has launched a web portal to help jobseekers match their skills to specific careers, and explore the training necessary to transition between jobs.  This new tool is call “mySkillsmyFuture” and can be accessed at www.myskillsmyfuture.org.  

Users may view local job postings and locate training providers, and will find salary information and common tasks associated with specific occupations.

There are page-by-page instructions and videos to facilitate use of the web portal.  
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Caregivers and Veterans Omnibus Health Services Act of 2010
This new law includes support for caregivers of injured Iraq and Afghanistan veterans, improves services for women veterans, and expands health care services for specific groups of veterans.
Under this act, veterans’ caregivers will receive training, counseling, a living stipend, and health care under the CHAMPVA system.  
The act requires VA to report to Congress after making an assessment of the current barriers in providing health care to women veterans, and to provide training in the treatment of military sexual trauma to mental health care providers.  It also requires the implementation of pilot programs in providing child care and readjustment services for women veterans.
Another provision of this act is reimbursement of travel expenses for veterans receiving treatment at VA facilities and veterans’ service organizations who transport veterans from highly rural areas to VA facilities.
