Do Not Let Your Benefits Slip Away Use Them In The Time Frames Set By The VA!!!!

1. Montgomery GI Bill (Chapter 30) – Ten years from the date of your discharge to utilize. 

2. Post 9/11 GI Bill – Open to qualified veterans who have served after September 10, 2001. May be eligible for benefits up to 15 years after leaving the service.
3. Voc Rehab (Chapter 31) – 12 years from the date of service connected disability award to utilize.
