Step 1

· For “Plan B:” Deposit and final payment must be a check or money order. No cash please.  Make checks or money orders payable to “State of Michigan for Pine Lake Experience”.  The deadline for payment in full is JULY 1ST, 2008.

· Copy of your insurance card required with application.
· Return all of the above forms to MCTI right away.

Step 2

· You read and keep the Standing Physician Orders Form for your information
· GENERAL MEDICAL EXAMINATION REPORT AND TB TEST RESULTS

The student must have a physical exam and TB TEST sent to us prior to June 23, 2008. This exam and TB Test must be after August 1st, 2007 to be valid.  Your physician must fill out the General Examination Report.  Please make sure that your physician fills out and signs all the sections he/she is responsible for.   

· IMPORTANT:  The student must remember to take the General Medical Examination Report back to the physician’s office two days after the TB TEST to have the physician examine the test area on their arm. The physician/nurse will then sign the TB Test result section on the General Medical Examination Report.

· We advise that you mail the General Medical Examination Report to us as soon as your physician fills out the report and signs the results of your TB Test.  
· We must receive all forms prior to June 23rd, 2008. If you follow the above procedure in a timely fashion the camper should have no trouble with camp enrollment.
