· If herbicides/pesticides/fertilizers are to be used, Best Management Practices (BMP), including Integrated Pest Management (IPM) will be followed. 

· If applicable, permits will be acquired and posted on site. 

· If an erosion control plan is required for PSS site preparation, it will be acquired and implemented. 

· No tree clearing will be done as a result of the PSS installations. 

· The owner/operator will manage the planting/harvesting of the PSS crops. 

Waste Characterization/Pollution Control

Assurances
The Michigan Strategic Fund shall not award additional financial assistance for Projects that would:

1. Threaten a violation of applicable statutory, regulatory, or permit requirements for environment, safety, and health, including requirements of DOE and/or Executive Orders;

2. Require siting and construction or major expansion of waste storage, disposal, recovery, or treatment facilities (including incinerators);

3. Disturb hazardous substances, pollutants, contaminants, or CERCLA-excluded petroleum and natural gas products that preexist in the environment such that there would be uncontrolled or unpermitted releases; or

4. Adversely affect environmentally sensitive resources. Environmentally sensitive resources include, but are not limited to:

i. Property (e.g., sites, buildings, structures, objects) of historic, archeological, or architectural significance designated by Federal, state, or local governments or property eligible for listing on the National Register of Historic Places;

ii. Federally-listed threatened or endangered species or their habitat (including critical habitat), Federally- proposed or candidate species or their habitat, or state-listed endangered or threatened species or their habitat;

iii. Wetlands regulated under the Clean Water Act (33 U.S.C. 1344) and floodplains;

iv. Areas having a special designation such as Federally- and state-designated wilderness areas, national parks, national natural landmarks, wild and scenic rivers, state and Federal wildlife refuges, and marine sanctuaries;

v. Prime agricultural lands;

vi. Special sources of water (such as sole-source aquifers, wellhead protection areas, and other water sources that are vital in a region); and 

vii. Tundra, coral reefs, or rain forests.

Waste Stream Conditions

The Michigan Strategic Fund shall obtain a waste management plan, if applicable, addressing waste generated by a proposed Project prior to the sub-grantee spending any funds for their Project. This waste management plan will describe the Sub-recipient’s plan to dispose of any sanitary or hazardous waste (e.g., construction and demolition debris, old light bulbs, lead paint, lead ballasts, piping, roofing material, discarded equipment, debris, and asbestos) generated as a result of the proposed Project. Michigan’s Strategic Fund shall make the waste management plan and related documentation available to DOE on DOE’s request (for example, during a post-award audit). Michigan’s Strategic Fund shall ensure through specific contract terms that the Sub-recipient complies with all Federal, state and local regulations for waste disposal.

NHPA Conditions

Prior to awarding a sub-grant for a Project, the Michigan Strategic Fund and the Sub-recipient shall comply with Section 106 of the National Historic Preservation Act (NHPA). If applicable, the Sub-recipient must contact the State Historic Preservation Officer (SHPO), and the Tribal Historic Preservation Officer (THPO). The Michigan Energy Office shall retain sufficient documentation, from the Sub-recipient or other sources, to demonstrate that the Sub-recipient has received required approval(s) from the SHPO or THPO for the Project. The Michigan Energy Office has entered into an Interagency Agreement with the State Historic Preservation Office to screen potential grantees for compliance with Section 106 of the NHPA. The Michigan Energy Office shall make this documentation available to DOE upon request (for example, during a post award audit).
