2009-10 STATE SECTION 107 APPLICATION:

All eligible districts, regardless of their operating status, must complete their own individual 2009-10 State Section 107 application. This includes districts operating as a fiscal agent for a consortium, all consortium members and districts operating independently.

When a district initiates the Section 107 application, only the Plan for Program Operation and the Grant Contact Information will be displayed. The following actions are then required:
  For districts operating independently or as a fiscal agent for a consortium: Once the Plan for Program Operation status for 2009-10 has been completed and saved, all required sections of the application will then appear on the Application Menu (Program Offering Information, Budgets, and Narratives). Districts operating as a fiscal agent for a consortium must also complete the Consortium Information and Locally
Developed Consortium Agreement.
  For districts operating as a consortium members: Once the Plan for Program Operation status for 2009-10 and the grant contact information has been completed and saved, the application can be submitted.

Consortium members are also required to respond to a direct invitation from the fiscal agent. By accepting the invitation to participate in the consortium, each consortium member is responsible for reviewing and agreeing to the terms and conditions of the locally developed consortium agreement. This requires the consortium district to go into the fiscal agent's application and complete the consortium invitation section. 
  For districts opting not to operate a program or be part of a consortium: Once the Plan for Program Operation status for 2009-10 and the grant contact information has been completed and saved, the application can be submitted.

IMPORTANT INFORMATION REGARDING "REVIEW GRANT SELECTIONS" UNDER MANAGEMENT ACTIVITIES SECTION

All funding sources are automatically defaulted to "Apply Now". For those districts operating independently or operating as a fiscal agent for a consortium for 2009-10, indicate which funding source(s) will be used to support the adult education program. (Deselect those funding sources not being used.) A budget will then be required to be completed for those indicated as Apply Now. (Note: Indirect costs are NOT allowed.)
  Section 107 Select "Apply Now" 
  Deferred Section 107 

Select "Apply Now" if your district deferred Section 107 funds from a prior year and will use these funds in 2009-10 to support the adult education program. A budget will be required. District will be required to complete the Deferred Section 107 information required under "Program Information", identifying beginning deferred fund balance.

Select "Do Not Apply" if deferred funds will not be used to support the adult education program. 
  Anticipated Tuition and Fees 

Select "Apply Now" if tuition and fees are charged to adult education participants which would then be used to support the adult education program. A budget will be required.

For districts receiving Federal adult education funds also, please note that this budget should only be selected and represent Tuition and Fees NOT already recorded on the WIA Core Program application.

Select "Do Not Apply" if your district does not charge tuition or fees to adult education participants. 
  Anticipated Other Local

Select "Apply Now" if local funds (K-12, private donations, etc.) are used to support the adult education program. A budget will be required.

For districts receiving Federal adult education funds also, please note that this budget should only be selected and represent Other Local Funds NOT already recorded on the WIA Core Program application.

Select "Do Not Apply" if local funds are not used to support the adult education program.

2009-10 CAPPED ALLOWANCE INFORMATION FOR SECTION 107 FUNDED DISTRICTS

At this time, final capped allowance information for 2009-10 is not available. This information will be provided once the State School Aid Act for 2009-10 has been signed by the Governor. 

The 2009-10 Section 107 application, through MEGS, requires a budget to be submitted. The budget should be based upon 90% of 2008-09's capped allowance data per proposed legislation. If your district earned less than its capped allowance in 2008-09, the 90% would be based upon the amount of funds your district earned instead.

Once the 2009-2010 State School Aid Act is signed and final capped allowance information becomes available, districts will be required to modify their budgets accordingly.


PROJECT NARRATIVE

A PDF document entitled "PROJECT NARRATIVE OUTLINE AND COMPONENTS" is located just above the Project Narrative on the Application Menu screen, which provides all of the required components to be addressed when completing the narrative. NOTE: Respond to EACH narrative component and respond according to the outline provided.
