Chair Ken Dail acted as chairperson in Dianne Perukel’s absence due to illness.
Minutes of 10/21/08 were approved unanimously following attendance corrections.  Motion by Carole Head, which was seconded by Laeki Hester.

Reviewed CUAD Workgroup Profile; Added Deliverable Deadlines; Approved for submission to SAC at November 21, 2008 meeting.  Ken and Dana will be prepared to present, if Dianne desires. Motion by Ronnie Polad; Second by Dana Gire.  Unanimous.
New SPF SAC schedule of two months on and two months off discussed and utilized in determining deadlines for deliverables.  Noted open invitation to Learning Community on Cultural Competence this month.

Logic Model Expansion:  Task for SEW for CUAD to expand UAD ARTCD Logic Model.  CUAD will reference the template being developed by SEW Sub Group for Adult edition.  Tine attended their meeting on 11/07/08.  The Adult template will be presented to SAC in November and available to CUAD after that.

Dianne will set up meeting schedule for CUAD existing sub-group.

Compilation of UAD strategies per CA info – Remains ongoing, as the last of SPF Implementation Plans were submitted this month.  Tine indicates it will be more time consuming than originally expected. Some discussion ensued about CAs interested in what other CAs are doing; but not able to review entire plans on their own.  They will find our compilation useful.  Determined best vehicle for that may be the MASACA website, once our task is completed.  Will require coordination with that group.
Overview of mailings made to members, by members, this month.  Thank you to Ronnie Polad for all of the industry and legislative updates and to Dianne for the NIHTSA update.  Members discussed possible vehicles for regular communication of like items with CUAD, other organizations and field.  Theresa Webster indicated that she had currently been exploring those types of options, including blogs, RSS Feeds, bulletins, video streaming, etc…  She has a presentation prepared on “Content Management Systems” and is willing to present it to our group next month.  Group has asked her to be placed on the next agenda.  Group members are to brainstorm ideas for such CUAD vehicles for discussion next month.  Ken advised group to always compare our actions to our goals and deliverables, before making inclusion decisions.
CW Zoomerang – Tine noted that those with expected update knowledge were unexpectedly not present today, but that email action by CW had been noted.  They had been working on user-friendly descriptions of the Intervening Variables.  CUAD discussed adding one more question if we still had the opportunity to do so: “Given what you already have planned for addressing UAD in your community, what training and technical assistance do you anticipate as needed or helpful?” Tine will be contacting Carolyn Foxall immediately to explore that option.
MLDA – Minimum Legal Drinking Age.  CUAD members noted the receipt this month of PIRE’s recommendations for NIHTSA, and briefly discussed.
MIP – To our knowledge, DP is still pursuing a speaker.
Industry Updates. 

1. Barb and Ronnie provided updates on the shipping issue related last month.    Barb will again provide a written update of what was discussed and any updates on this legislation throughout the month.  She indicated that there is currently a “stay” on the recent legislative action and that MI has chosen to challenge this.  It remains a critical issue for alcohol oversight in MI.  Impact on catering was also discussed.
2. Ronnie related the recent moves in Ottawa county to adjust the sales of beer/wine on Sundays; and another for the same with spirits.  A brief discussion of dry cities and townships ensued.
Companion Piece/Intervening Variable Update: Ronnie and Tine will be working on this.  Group felt this document should be updated quarterly with participation from this group in that process.  Members also identified their desire to create such a tool for strategies to accompany this one on data sources.  Ronnie will begin checking links and noting her progress to Tine.
