Flu Vaccination Mandates for Health Care Personnel

Recommendations have been out there for around 25 years, yet HCP are still
stuck at around 40% vaccination rates
Requirement vs. recommendation

0 Is a mandate the only way to go?

o0 If there is a mandate would we have to argue with nurses and doctors or

would they feel like it is more govt. intervention?

0 Is this something MI needs to explore?
Alabama & New Hampshire examples
MI Health & Hospital Association — are they looking at this?

o Cassandra Burke to discuss this at next FAB meeting
Terri Lee Dyke (MDCH) — MIOHSA mandates for HCP that if there is a risk for
Hep B they must be vaccinated; Dr. Van Enk (Bronson) equated flu mandate to
Hep B vaccination; have to have a significant reason to decline flu vaccine
Private hospital — no union employees; able to do it
Who pays for employee flu campaign? In most successful programs, the vaccine
is provided by employer.
Beaumont offered flu vaccine with Tdap; employees had to have a significant
waiver reason; patient floor with high risk for pertussis (newborn floor) were not
allowed to work unless they had proof they had the Tdap vaccine; if pushing for
flu, pertussis is right along with it
This is something that is on their agenda; good to talk about now so managers
can start reserving flu vaccine
Conference in St. Joe (Dr. Poland from Mayo Clinic) good studies out of John
Hopkins — reduction in patient cases of influenza; reduction of HCP transmission
to patients
Dr. Johnson — earliest study in 1912

Influenza Vaccine Exchange Network (IVEN)

Rachel Potter

IVEN is up and running this year; on MCIR — listed under “other”

IVEN is for private stock vaccine only — NOT VFC vaccine

3 practices in Oakland County that are requesting vaccine

Excess vaccine from Kalamazoo, Allegan, and Huron Counties

Over 9,000 doses of people who have vaccine available for redistribution

Huron County was under the impression they couldn’t give up those doses -
health officer had concerns about redistributing anything that they had purchased
Under guidelines and policies — language about the act that outlines when you
can redistribute; shortages can be temporary things
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2007-08 Seasonal Flu Surveillance

Rachel Potter

No official first confirmed case at MDCH yet

Flu sentinel sites haven't found anything

No outbreaks or pediatric deaths yet this year

Expecting something any day now

Typical for Midwest — lllinois and Indiana with sporadic activity; Florida and
Hawaii at local activity; low activity across the U.S. as well

Vaccines for Children (VFC) & Vaccine Management Business Improvement Plan

(VMBIP)/Centralized Ordering & Distribution (COD) Update

Terri Adams

VFC pre-booked in February; providers could choose how much they wanted and
in what presentations; additional 5,000 doses for VFC program; CDC approved
what we had requested; we were maxed out on the multi-dose presentation
sanofi product

FluMist short expiration date — providers really held orders down this year; more
education; people are getting the vaccine and we have a bigger demand

LHD responsibility to spend staff time and redistribute around

How will third party distribution affect this process?

33 states have transitioned — really blew McKesson away the amount of flu
vaccine that went through the organization; much to our advantage to not be in
that loop

All 50 states will be on by the summer

Our go live date is now May 12, 2008 — it was January 14, 2008

Hopefully next fall McKesson will be ready and everyone will be ready

Expanding flu recs? Difficult for ACIP to decide — supposed to look at the
evidence and not look at the money; rec of this magnitude — really difficult to not
think about the funding and the feasibility of getting the vaccine out

Potential timeframes from 5-18 years; 2010 and 2011 household contacts and
caregivers of at-home school children; each time recs are changed it is really
going to require everyone to talk about mfg issues, state and local programs,
implementation, etc.

ACIP listens to advice from NVAC, AIM, other coalitions, etc.

Increase recs to 5-11 year olds this next flu season, then 08-09, still looking at 5-
11 for this next year; this is not going to come out until after we order in June
(huge problem)

GAO report — summary in FluBytes; factors that affect the quantity of vaccine
produced and when it gets into the providers’ hands; these issues are all being
raised at the national level; ACIP doesn’t meet and vote until June; resolution
comes out when vaccine is here

AIM — go ahead and expand the age to 18 and try to get the infrastructure to
follow somehow; if you can’t vaccinate through 18 at least you are making
progress towards it

Sue Schryber — need to communicate to the locals so they can communicate it to
their providers; need ample time to vaccinate these groups; not enough space,
staff, doses, mfg, etc.

Michigan Care Improvement Registry (MCIR) High Risk for Influenza Flag

Bob Swanson

Medicaid data and children’s special health care services program — loaded all of
this data in, assuming these are high risk people; loaded in 76,000 flags into
MCIR — that many people have now been targeted for flu vaccination

Flu letter to help with recall — hasn’t been developed yet

Providers should toggle patients that are high risk and need to be contacted each
year; can also toggle off kids who shouldn’t be highlighted

Interest from health plans in high risk plans to make sure their plans are
vaccinated; Priority Health will load into system; BCBS will also be loading into
here — all based on diagnosis codes; will have duplicates but can delete off MCIR
Next year generate letters — will allow forecasting for vaccine need based on
number of high risk flags by provider ID; know you need x amount of vaccine just
based on this

Teresa Holtrop — practices that do batched queries this doesn’t show up; when
list a group of kids, should be something at the bottom of each immz record to
say that this kid is at high risk for flu as well as for lead; make it very visible so
that providers can see

Weldon amendment potentially for next year — not allow thimerosal-containing
vaccines for certain ages; although well-intentioned, this would be detrimental
Kyle to pull number of doses administered by county by jurisdiction — send to
Kathy Webster or Ann Arbor/Washtenaw LHD
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Flu Vaccination Efforts — Vaccination Rates, Issues, Groups Served
Everyone
= Jim Szyskowski (Kroger) - Farmer Jack disappeared and we purchased more
sites but actual number of doses stayed the same; Kroger enters into MCIR —
transfer file; 70-72% through total number of doses; demand dropped off since
November
= Kelly Kessler (Sav-on Drugs) — no increase; pretty slow and same numbers as
last year even though have done a ton of home visits and senior centers; about
300 doses left; were expecting to run out in November; most places started
clinics earlier; many people had already gone to get their flu shot
= Ann Arbor/U of M VNA — no increase; have about 15% of our vaccine still left; still
vaccinating until it is gone — through January
» Dianne Miller (Ml Pharmacists Association) — haven’t heard a lot; more
anecdotal; crowds not as big as in the past but have been steady numbers
* Need to touch base with Maxim and VNA
