[image: image2.wmf]The SDFS applications usually go online in the spring after the ODCP receives final information regarding funding levels. If you wish to discuss your upcoming application the grant advisors are available to assist by meeting with you or through a conference call.  
· Evaluation—Evaluation information, data, and an analysis is imperative and required for both reporting purposes (Final Report) and for consideration of future funding. This means prevention programs and one-year waiver programs will not be approved without the required data showing effectiveness of the prevention program implemented. 

· Needs Assessment—Please keep in mind that the Michigan Profile for Healthy Youth Survey (MiPHY) can be used for the Needs Assessment portion of the SDFS application. The ODCP will accept the MiPHY survey data alone, which means that no other data is required to be collected or reported. Available September 2009, the MiPHY survey is a free online, anonymous student survey which reports in aggregate form for local districts. It is a biennial survey designed to assess risk behaviors and risk and protective factors in grades 7, 9, and 11.  Please consider this survey for your future needs.

Interagency Executive Oversight Committee Highlights Afterschool Resources

A recent Interagency Executive Oversight Committee meeting focused on the findings of an Institute of Museum and Library Services (IMLS) study of their grants, but also included an update on a new Wallace Foundation funded study and tool on the total cost of quality out-of-school programs, as well a newly updated national and state profiles of after-school programs.  In addition, Afterschool.gov/ was discussed.  Afterschool.gov is a one-stop website connecting the public, and particularly afterschool providers, to federal resources that support children and youth during out-of-school time. A great range of resources is included on Afterschool.gov, including issues that face America's youth, and information about starting and operating an afterschool program.  Afterschool.gov includes resources from a variety of federal agencies, including a searchable database of federal funding sources. While afterschool resources are spread across the Federal government (including HHS, ED, Justice, and others), Afterschool.gov provides a single location for the public to access this information.
