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INFLUENZA VACCINATION COVERAGE

The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC)
released 2011-12 influenza vaccination coverage estimates
this week. Michigan coverage in children 6 months through
18 years of age slightly decreased from 45.9% in 2010-11 to
45.4% in 2011-12. However, coverage in children 6 months
through 4 years of age increased 11.3% points from 51.2% to
62.5%. Nationally flu vaccination coverage for adults
decreased by 1.7 percentage points for the 2011-12 season
compared to the 2010-11 season but this decrease may be
due to changes that were made to BRFSS methodology. In
Michigan, adult coverage decreased by 2.6% from 39.3% in
2010-11 to 36.7% in 2011-12. Michigan coverage in High Risk
adults 18-64 years of age was 43.6% in the 2011-12 flu
season; the Healthy People 2020 goal is 90%.

Among person 6 months and older in Michigan, coverage for

non-Hispanic whites (40.2%) was higher than that of non-
Hispanic blacks (33.3%), Hispanics (35.9%) and other and
multiple races/ethnicities (32.7%). Across all
race/ethnicities coverage was lower in Michigan compared to
national coverage.

Health Care Personnel and Pregnant Women

CDC also released two reports on flu vaccination coverage in
health care personnel (HCP) and pregnant women. For the
2011-12 season, overall influenza vaccination coverage
among HCP was 66.9%; an increase from 63.5% for the 2010-
11 flu season. By occupation and work setting, coverage was
highest among physicians (86.7%) and nurses (78.1%) who
worked in hospitals and lowest (50.2%) among other HCP who
worked in long-term care facilities (LTCFs).

47.0% of Pregnant Women reported they had received
influenza vaccination for the 2011-12 flu season; 9.9% were
vaccinated before pregnancy, 36.5% during pregnancy, and
<1.0% after pregnancy.
