Problems with Rejections


Some new staff requests have been rejected when trying to sign up for MI Health Benefits, Medicaid Eligibility Verification.  The problem arises when already registered “Organization Contact” user names have expired within the MI Health Benefit system. Already registered Organization Contacts must renew themselves every 120 days as a MI Health Benefit User. If this does not occur, then the Organization Contact is no longer active in the MI Health Benefit System. New staff requests within these organizations will then be rejected.

Requesting Access to MI Health Benefit Plan Medicaid Eligibility


You will now be able to request access to MI Health Benefit Plan Medicaid Eligibility Verification directly for your staff, if your agency is not using CHAMPS or Netwerkes, etc.  MI Health Benefit Plan Medicaid Eligibility Verification continues to be free of charge for local WIC agencies.


This is the process:
