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This is the thirteenth in a series of communications with individuals and organizations who are interested in Michigan’s response to the Affordable Care Act (ACA) Maternal, Infant and Early Childhood Home Visiting Program Funding Opportunity Announcement (FOA) that was issued by HHS on June 10, 2010. On February 8, 2011 the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services’ (HHS) Health Resources and Services Administration (HRSA) and Administration for Children and Families (ACF) issued the Supplemental Information Request (SIR) for the Submission of the Updated State Plan for a State Home Visiting Program (Home Visiting Updated State Plan – OMB Control No. 0915-0336). This guidance document describes the third step in a three-step process that States must complete in order to receive FY 2010 ACA Maternal, Infant and Early Childhood Home Visiting Program funding. With much local support, Michigan’s Updated State Plan was submitted to HRSA on

June 8, 2011. We subsequently participated in a conference call with HRSA regarding our Updated State Plan. The plan has received verbal approval and we are awaiting our Notice of Grant Award letter so that we can move forward with implementation.
As it has been approved by HRSA, Michigan’s Updated State Plan will be made available for review at both websites listed at the end of this document, and we will send out additional information about implementation plans in the near future.
We would like to reiterate the state’s recognition that all communities in the state have families at risk, especially given our economic and budget crisis. The Federal Home Visiting program focuses on communities with the highest concentration of risk, as determined by indicators and metrics specified in the guidance, along with statewide and local infrastructure-building efforts that will impact all parts of the state.

While we have identified six counties for expansion using the FY2010 funding, it is our hope that additional funding opportunities will allow us to be able to expand home visiting in additional communities, and to address additional target populations and needs.  In recognition of this ongoing need, the State submitted an application for a FY2011 Maternal, Infant and Early Childhood Home Visiting Competitive grant application (http://www.hrsa.gov/about/news/pressreleases/110601homevisiting.html).  
The Funding Opportunity Announcement (FOA) for FY2011 Competitive funding was released on June 1, 2011 and due July 1, 2011.  Based on review of the FOA by the Home Visiting Workgroup, the state applied for a Development Grant, addressing Priorities 1,2,3,4,5 and 8 that are listed in the FOA.  By leveraging newly appropriated state funding and Medicaid match opportunities, the state proposed to use combine those resources with grant funding to expand or establish Nurse Family Partnership programs in several communities with high rates of infant mortality (a critical indicator on the Governor’s MIDashboard and a key issue for improving maternal and child health in Michigan).  The state also proposed to pilot a coordinated system for outreach, intake, referral and follow-up for home visiting in three communities, as a means of improving the effectiveness of home visiting efforts in those communities.  FY2011 grants will be awarded by September 30, 2011.

While the FY2011 Competitive grant application was being written, HRSA released the FOA for FY2011 Maternal, Infant and Early Childhood Home Visiting Formula grant funds on June 21, 2011. The State is currently developing the proposal for this funding, which is due July 21, 2011.   Formula grants will be awarded by September 30, 2011.

We will share additional information as it is received about the results of the above grants applications and funding opportunities.
