Byrne JAG 2007 Awards

Greater Tri-Cities Region

(Clare, Gladwin, Isabella, Midland, Bay, Gratiot, Genesee, Lapeer, Sanilac, Huron, Tuscola & Saginaw Counties)
1. G-Prep - Michigan Department of Corrections has been awarded Byrne JAG funds in the amount of $219,584 for Local Correctional Resources.

Summary:
The Genesee Parolee Re-Entry Program reduces substance abuse relapse and recidivism through a system of integrated transitional services, coupled with rigorous drug testing and sanctions. The program will target at-risk parolees entering Genesee County (those with serious histories of substance or alcohol use/abuse.
2. Saginaw County Sheriff's Department has been awarded Byrne JAG funds in the amount of $29,353 for Local Correctional Resources.

Summary:
The P.E.T. project will continue to provide a practical sentencing alternative with drug screening and counseling for non-violent OUIL 3rd offenders, in addition to providing safety to the community. This project will make available to the offenders the opportunity for rehabilative education and treatment, while at the same time positively impacting correctional incarceration issues and concerns.
3. F.A.N.G. - Charter Township of Genesee has been awarded Byrne JAG funds in the amount of $475,000 for Multijurisdictional Task Forces.

Summary:
This is a continuation grant for the Flint Area Narcotics Group (F.A.N.G.), a multijurisdictional task force serving Genesee County. F.A.N.G. targets low to mid-level drug traffickers to identify and target high-level source dealers and traffickers using specialized investigative techniques, aggressive prosecution and partnering with federal, state and local law enforcement agencies to enhance resources.
4. M.A.G.N.E.T. - City of St. Louis has been awarded Byrne JAG funds in the amount of $44,000 for Multijurisdictional Task Forces.

Summary:
The Mid-Michigan Area Group Narcotics Enforcement Team (M.A.G.N.E.T.) is a multijurisdictional task force whose primary efforts are focused on the reduction of narcotics trafficking in Shiawassee and Gratiot counties. Team investigations are aimed at drug trafficking on all levels with an emphasis on the mid to upper-level traffickers.
5. T.N.U. - County of Lapeer has been awarded Byrne JAG funds in the amount of $121,000 for Multijurisdictional Task Forces.

Summary:
The Thumb Narcotics Unit (T.N.U.) is a continuation project for a multijurisdictional task force that covers a geographical area of four counties (Huron, Tuscola, Sanilac and Lapeer). The goal of T.N.U. is to identify low to mid-level drug traffickers in an effort to target and identify upper-level dealers to reduce illegal drugs and associated criminal activity.

6. B.A.Y.A.N.E.T. - Michigan Department of State Police has been awarded Byrne JAG funds in the amount of $285,000 for Multijurisdictional Task Forces.

Summary:
Continuation funding for Bay Area Narcotics Enforcement Team (B.A.Y.A.N.E.T.), which covers the countis of Bay, Clare, Gladwin, Isabella, Midland and Saginaw. The multijurisdictional team approach continues to be the most efficient method of combating the ever mobile criminal element. This task force will concentrate on violent and mid to upper-level narcotics traffickers.
7. L.A.W.N.E.T. - Michigan Department of State Police has been awarded Byrne JAG funds in the amount of $237,128 for Multijurisdictional Task Forces.

Summary:
Livingston and Washtenaw Narcotics Enforcement Team (L.A.W.N.E.T.) is a multijurisdictional drug enforcement concept with full-time narcotics enforcement, as well as violent crime investigative responsibilities for Livingston and Washtenaw Counties.
