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This is the tentative order for the subject matter/topics to be presented. Please note that the topics will be laid out with more detail in the accompanying manual but they highlights/overview presented in the PowerPoint. Additionally, we will start with framework/written materials and then insert pictures/images, video, role playing, social stories, etc. in the material to allow for different layers of learning. Examples may be provided with OC resources and then providing guidance to what entities can perhaps be utilized in other areas of the State.
This is for statewide project, can insert examples in the OC system that can be replaced by their community resources.
Living Independently 

· Defining this to mean that the individual chooses where he or she wants to live, with whom and what supports to make it work. This is what “HOME” means, not just owning a house.

· Independence doesn’t have to mean owning one's own home and doing everything by themselves.
· Independence can come from interdependence.
The importance of listening
· Preparing PSS that the people may not have ever had the opportunity to be asked what they want

· Self Determination and PCP and how this relates to housing

The History of Housing for People with Disabilities
· Very brief overview to contrast with the choices available today

Choices Choices Choices and Needs (Locating where to live)
· Locating where to live by defining what you want and what you need

· Discussion of different building structures

· Access to amenities and supports, as well as community (transportation, medical, natural supports, grocery store, work, school)

Roommates
· Choosing who to live with, how to make it work, budgetary and support concerns

Supports
· Overview of what supports can do to make independent living work

· How to access the system

Define Family
· Overview of how code ordinances in local cities have the potential to affect shared living so folks can be proactive

Fair Housing / Reasonable Accommodation and Modification
· Overview of what systems are in place to protect the individual in their housing pursuit

Tenant Rights and Responsibilities
· The importance of knowing ones rights as a tenant as well as what the person needs to do to be a “good tenant”.

Budgeting / Money Management
· Overview of this topic if a very brief manner. Reinforce topics provided in other trainings but hit home the importance of paying for housing consistently and the priority of maintaining good record

Subsidies
· Explaining what a subsidy is and the types available (project based, program based, Section 8 voucher) along with requirements for each

· Will want to mention how hard it is to get Section 8 (although in rural areas it can be a lot easier) and how there are plans along the way until one can get one (not all eggs in one basket)

Long Term Housing Planning
· Overview of what programs/legal tools out there to plan for the future and protect individual’s entitlements

· How this fits in with the PCP

Home Ownership
· Overview of different programs available to help people achieve ownership, including IDA’s, dpa, etc.
