Please share the GDG information, available on the ODCP website, with community organizations in your area. The ODCP strongly encourages new applicants.  The deadline for submission is June 20, 2008. 
SDFS Deadlines:  

· 2007-2008 Final Report – due October 30, 2008 (No extensions granted). 
· 2008-2009 SDFS Application – due October 30, 2008 (No extensions granted).  
· 2007-2008 Final Expenditure Reports – due August 30, 2008 (This report is submitted in the Cash Management System, or CMS).
2007-08 Amendments:  As a reminder, all amendments to the SDFS grant need to be submitted immediately in order to be approved prior to the end of the contract year (June 30, 2008). 

2008-09 Allocations:  The 2008-09 SDFS application is now available in MEGS.  The allocation listed in the MEGS application, under Budget Summary, is the “Estimated” allocation for each school/ISD.  This allows you the opportunity to begin working on your application while the ODCP waits the “Final” allocation.  Once the ODCP receives the “Final” figure from the Michigan Department of Education, it will be entered in each school’s budget.  Please note that the application will not be approved until the budget reflects the “Final” allocation, which will occur automatically when it is received by the ODCP.  Notification will be provided via email when it is available.
Grant Advisor Assignments:  With the recent addition of Shelby Bupp, the ODCP now has three Grant Advisors to review the SDFS grants.  Schools have been reassigned accordingly, and we anticipate that we will better be able to assist you in the development and implementation of your SDFS application this year.
