2009 SDFS FUNDING ALERT:  

In the 2009 budget request, President Bush has recommended $100 million for the State Grants portion of the SDFSC program, a reduction of $194.8 million from the FY 2008 appropriated level.  If Congress implements this cut, it would affect the state fiscal year beginning October 1, 2009. In reviewing the 2008 SDFS Applications, the ODCP has discovered many applications are currently in “Modifications Required.” The Failure to Respond section of Title IV states: “If the LEA does not respond to the State educational agency’s notification of non-compliance during the 45-day period beginning on the date on which the agency received the notification, such application shall be deemed to be disapproved.” Therefore, please make the appropriate modifications to the 2008 SDFS application and re-submit as soon as possible.

2008-09 Carry Over Funds:  
In planning for the 2008-09 funding cycle, please be advised that Title IV states “In any fiscal year, a local educational agency, may retain for obligation in the succeeding fiscal year - (i) an amount equal to not more than 25 percent of the allocation it received under this subpart for such fiscal year; or (ii) upon a demonstration of good cause by such agency and approval by the State educational agency, an amount that exceeds 25 percent of such allocation.”  Therefore, based on this guidance and ODCP’s federal audit conducted in June 2007, carry over funds cannot exceed 25 percent unless under extenuating circumstances.
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
