BREAST AND CERVICAL CANCER 
Michigan Breast and Cervical Cancer Control Navigation Program
The Michigan Breast and Cervical Cancer Control Program offers free breast and cervical cancer screenings
(Clinical Breast Exams, Mammograms, Pap tests, and Pelvic exams) and over 75 diagnostic services to eligible* program women based on established clinical guidelines. Women receive these services through 14 local health departments and the Karmanos Cancer Institute in Wayne County. (See Breast and Cervical Cancer Control Navigation Program - Enroll In The BCCNP ) for the agency that covers your county. If a breast and/or cervical abnormality is identified from the screening test/exam, the woman is referred to community providers for follow-up. Women diagnosed with either breast or cervical cancer may apply for cancer treatment coverage through a special Medicaid program (Breast and Cervical Cancer Control Program - Cancer Treatment) available to eligible BCCCP women.
