The Michigan Colorectal Cancer Early Detection Program (MCRCEDP) provides colorectal cancer screening and
follow-up of abnormal screening results to program eligible Michigan men and women, aged 50 - 64. If cancer is found, treatment is not paid by the Program but links will be provided to community partners.

•
No more than 250% of poverty level
