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INTRODUCTION
In 2014 there were over 1,300 suicide deaths in the state. While suicide and suicidal behavior is a problem among all groups age 10 years and older, over the last several years the number of suicide deaths has been increasing among working age adults. Firearms, hanging/suffocation, and poisonings continue to be leading methods used in fatal incidents.
In Michigan, the Michigan Department of Health and Human Services (MDHHS) Injury and Violence Prevention Unit provides consultation and technical assistance to communities, organizations, and individuals on resources available to help prevent suicide.
