Needs Assessment Questions and Responses

1) 5 A Data Sheet - Has MDCH sent out the Kessler Methodology for MIA prevalence factor?
a. No. We apologize for not getting this information out. DCH is still working on this.

2) Row #6 Data Sheet - A suggestion for the Homeless data...This link to HUD HRE will take you to the 2007-2011 PIT (Point in Time) Counts by CoC.  Each Federally enrolled CoC has an ID number with a state alphaprefix...i.e MIxxx., the spreadsheet  at this link will show all recently reported years by CoC.

3) We could use some help on getting to a TANF and DAB count using the Green Book, just want to be sure our assumptions are correct.  
a. We will clarify in the instructions. We believe that if you go to Table 3 titled “Total Eligible Medicaid Cases and Recipients” in the Green Book that the first 3 columns are TANF (Family Medicaid, Other Children Under 21 and Pregnant Women and Children Under 19) and the last 2 columns (Non-SSI Aged, Blind and Disabled and SSi Aged, Blind and Disabled)are DAB.

 

4) Row 10 B-D Data Sheet - Emergency Room/Primary Care contact: 10 B-D MDCH to provide. Has this been sent out yet? 
a. No. DCH is working with Kathy Haines to get this information.

 

5) Row 10 E-F Data Sheet - Health Conditions. 10E-F do not correlate with the "health conditions" for state reporting.  Any thought of converting to current MDCH definitions for these or will the MDCH health conditions list change?
a. This form was created prior to the MDCH proxy measures. Kendra will check into this with DCH.

b. TSG’s thoughts on this were that everyone wouldn’t be able to do it all right away but that CMHSPs should start to think about the chronic health conditions of the people we serve. We are not going to compare CMHSP to CMHSP. This is largely for CMHSPs to gather data so that you can paint a picture of what is going on in your community and then use that data for local planning purposes.
6) Row 6C Data Sheet - Unemployment or number employed (assuming not the percentages)?
a. Number employed. 
7) Row 5E Date Sheet - Do you want the DD number served as well as the prevalence expected in the county.
a. The data sheet is asking for you to report on the prevalence of DD within your community. Yes, you could insert a line under here for the number of people with DD served so that you can compare this with the prevalence indicator we are asking for. Not looking for a penetration factor.
8) Row 1 Data Sheet - data is available only from 2008-2009 but does not include 2010-2012 as requested – is there an additional source for this information?
a. Updated Data link – http://www.michigan.gov/cgi/0,4548,7-158-54534-252541--,00.html. Click on “Population of Michigan Cities, Villages, Townships, and Remainders of Townships”. Data is available for 2010 sorted by county.
9) Row 2A Data Sheet - When looking at the 2008 green book, only the SSI information for the ABAD population are accessible, what about the non-SSI numbers?
a. In the first link that is provided, it is found in Table 3, last 2 columns. Use both SSI and Non-SSI. We will clarify the instructions on this.
10) Row 2B Data Sheet - Data was found in table 4 of the green book. Do we count only TANF funded or do we include state funded? Also, it’s not clear where to find this information in the 2008 green book. It would be helpful if the tables we should be pulling information from were easy to identify (such as, check table 12 for completing data for row 7G).  Row 2B does not clarify whether we are to report the number of cases or the number of individuals.
a. Table 3, we believe the first 3 columns are TANF and the last 2 are DAB. We will clarify this in the instructions.

11) Row 2-C - Please clarify if this is referring to CMH data only or data reflecting the entire county.  The instructions ask for average enrollment for September, but on the spreadsheet the source is listed as the DHS Green Book for January.  
a. We need to update the link. There is information available for September 2011. The data that we are asking you to input is per county. It appears we need to insert a formula into Row 43 that automatically sums the lines above it (similar to Row 30).

12) Row 3 – Out of Home Placements include data for children 0-5, delinquency and abuse and neglect – which data should be reported? Do we just include foster care for children 0-5 as indicated in the table?
a. Include all the data available under “Out of Home Placements”. The years with data available do not match up. In the future, we will add a line for each category under “Out of Home Placements” so that you can track accurate numbers from year to year.
13) Row 4 - Do we need to calculate the number of beds for group homes that Community Mental Health contracts with or do we need the total for the county?  Also Row 4 is confusing - should we use the number of facilities or the actual number of beds? The header states “Licensed Foster Care Beds”, but instructions state “enter the total number of Licensed Foster Care Facilities.” Which is correct?  This appears to be a “point-in-time” measurement, so how can we provide numbers from 2008-2011?
a. Please report on the beds available. We will clarify the instructions for this row. You’ll have to start with the data available for current years. When you pull up the link, on the right hand side under “Related Content” you can get the number of beds available per facility per county.
14) Row 5-B  - Indicates that we need to use the source provided (census data) to determine children with SED that fall 100% below poverty data – yet the data link provided does not make available information regarding children with SED diagnosis nor provide a formula for calculating this.
a. The best indication that we have for prevalence for children with SED is the number of children 100% below poverty. The form is asking you to find that number and insert it.
b. Suggestion to rename to “Children at Risk for SED”.

15) Row 5-E - Using the census data that seems most appropriate, we get a number (after multiplying by .005) that is lower than the population each of our individual CMH’s serve. Also, we did not find data for the DD population for any year except 2009.
a. Take total census number and multiply by .005. Just a reminder that this is to look at population trends not penetration rates. 

16) Row 9 – Graduation and Dropout Rate - the spreadsheet has a link for “instructions on how to access dropout rates for 07, 08, 09 yet the columns are dated beginning with 2010.  This is very confusing; it is also very time consuming to go through all the schools in the county and figure out the average graduation/dropout rates.  Also, there are school districts which overlap counties – so the instructions should be clearer on which ones to include. A “detail sheet” for school districts was “required” for data – yet no source was provided.

a. The first link does have information available for 2010 as well. Where does your CMHSP want to start with collecting this data? It is available for the years 07, 08 and 09 if you want to get an idea of what was going on over time.  We will add columns into the data form for those years. Consistency is what matters the most with this. The asterix is to remind CMHSP that this is something that you might want to do on a local level because looking at specific schools will give a better idea of what is going on and better way to identify kids at risk.
17) We don’t collect the data requested in 10.E, 10.G, 10.I. -- 10.F (diabetes) is collected through Health and Other Conditions Measures.  
a. Report on the measures that you do collect. Need to start to think about the chronic health issues of the people we serve so this is also intended to be a starting point for you.
