Submission of Certified Community Behavioral Health Clinics (CCBHC) 
Planning Grant Submission


On 8-4-15, the Behavioral Health and Developmental Disabilities Administration (BHDDA) of the Michigan Department of Health and Human Services (MDHHS), submitted an application for a one year CCBHC Planning Grant to the Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration (SAMHSA).  As part of the Excellence in Mental Health Act, this planning grant lays the foundation to allow “Demonstration Programs to Improve Community Mental Health Services” to persons with severe mental illness, children with severe emotional disturbance and/or substance use disorders. If awarded, the state will be required to publish criteria to certify up to 10 CCBHC, develop a prospective payment system to be used during the demonstration period and develop a proposal to participate in the two year demonstration program.
