· 20th Circuit Court - County of Ottawa has been awarded Byrne JAG funds in the amount of $39,298 for Drug Courts.

Summary:
The 20th Circuit Juvenile Drug Court program is an intensive, highly structured, individualized program designed to treat youthful offenders whose criminal actions are related to substance abuse. This is a 10-month program requiring juveniles to work through four phases with various levels of supervision, recovery and counseling services.
· C.M.E.T. - City of Big Rapids has been awarded Byrne JAG funds in the amount of $257,513 for Multijurisdictional Task Forces.

Summary:
The Central Michigan Enforcement Team (C.M.E.T.) is a continuation project for a multijurisdictional drug enforcement task force. The task force will operate in Ionia, Mecosta, Montcalm and Newaygo Counties. The team concentrates on illegal drug distribution and associated criminal activity.
· M.E.T. - City of Grand Rapids has been awarded Byrne JAG funds in the amount of $336,000 for Multijurisdictional Task Forces.

Summary:
The Metropolitan Enforcement Team (M.E.T.) is a multijurisdictional task force targeting mid to upper-level drug traffickers in Kent County. This continuing project emphasizes the cooperation of local, state and federal agencies to disrupt and dismantle trafficking organizations.
· W.E.M.E.T. - West Michigan Enforcement Team has been awarded Byrne JAG funds in the amount of $324,750 for Multijurisdictional Task Forces.

Summary:
The West Michigan Enforcement Team (W.E.M.E.T.) is a continuing project in Allegan, Muskegon and Ottawa Counties that utilizes state, local and federal officers to address narcotic, gang and other criminal activity.
