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REDUCING THE BARRIER OF MEDICAID PAPERWORK AND RED TAPE

What is the Problem?

· The paper intensive process for Medicaid


· Getting needed documentation in the time allowed

Impact of the Affordable Care Act on Paperwork and Red Tape

· The Medicaid expansion group will not have to meet an asset test eliminating the need for bank account, life insurance, vehicle verifications

· Using the Modified Adjusted Gross Income (MAGI) to determine eligibility makes the process easier

· Assumes eligibility based on information from federal government computer interfaces

Potential Advocacy Opportunities

· Advocate for “reasonable” compatibility standards to minimize paper verification requirements, maximize self-attestation and do not delay eligibility

· Implement ACA Medicaid expansion for people with incomes below 138% of the Federal Poverty Level to eliminate the need for spend-down or deductible paperwork (see sheet on this topic)

· Do not set a different benefit package for Medicaid expansion group (this could force people to seek coverage under other eligibility categories that require more paperwork)

· Do not set higher co-payments for Medicaid expansion group (this could force people to seek coverage under other eligibility categories that require more paperwork)

· Improve computer systems to automate eligibility
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
