CTE Perkins:
Participating agencies are public secondary education agencies that are within the state-designated CI regional structure, and: 
· Have a  signed cooperative agreement* with the regional Perkins fiscal agency AND EITHER
· Operate a State-approved CTE program OR
· Send students to another agency with a State-approved CTE program.
Member agencies of a consortium must meet the conditions above to qualify as participating. The funding amounts generated by the participating agencies in the CTE Perkins formula are combined for the regional allocation.  If a participating agency does not meet these criteria, then the region is not eligible for the funding generated by this agency.
