New CTE Program Planning Process 
1. Attached is a listing of CIP codes that will be available during the 2011-2012 new CTE program application cycle.  Based on limited resources and the need for several CTE programs to go through the review and revision process this year, OCTE has shortened the list of CTE programs that will be available for application during 2011-2012.  
2. The new CTE program application process window will be from November 1, 2011 until February 1, 2012.  Applicants will submit pertinent information following the CIP Self-Review format via the PTD website through their CEPD CTE administrator.  CEPD CTE administrators will be advised when the application is available on the web.   Please determine who will be the application contact before you begin this process.  All vital communication will be sent to whoever is listed as the program applicant.   
3. Resources and materials will be posted to the OCTE or PTD Technology web site to assist with this process.   Please note that there will also be a technical assistance meeting on Tuesday, November 15, 2011.  Attached is an agenda and directions to the Kellogg Center.  Please note that a block of rooms has been reserved for Monday, November 14, 2011, at the rate of $65 single and $75 double.    Reservations must be made directly with the Kellogg Center at 517-432-4000 and make sure to reference the event to receive these rates.  

4. If you are planning to attend the November 15, 2011, New CTE Program Technical Assistance meeting, please note the following registration requirements:  
· You must identify one (1) CTE program PER REGISTRATION – If you are applying for more than one program, you MUST complete a separate registration.  Each registration is $25.

· Please note that registrations must be received no later than November 1, 2011.  There will be no walk in registration due to the time needed to tailor specific materials that will be prepared for each registration/program.    
5. CTE Consultants will review and communicate with applicants via e-mail or phone regarding application documents once the entire application has been submitted (by February 1, 2012).    

6. Approval of the applications will occur by April 1, 2012 to allow a PSN to be assigned prior to 4483D submission for programs operating at the time of application approval.   Therefore, if the CTE program operates during the 2011-2012 school year and receives state approval, enrollments for the year may be entered on the 2012 4483-D report.
