School Meals Initiative (SMI) Review Packet Required Information
As part of the School Meals Initiative (SMI) Review, the Michigan Department of Education (MDE) will be completing a computer nutrient analysis of one week of your school menus.      The following information needs to be sent to MDE in order to perform the analysis:

· Completed Cover Sheet.
· Copy of menus for entire review week (or monthly menu with review week circled).
· The SMI must be completed for each type of menu planning system used in the school food authority (SFA).   If two different menu planning systems are used, you must include a lunch menu from one system and a breakfast menu from the other system.  If breakfast is not served, then include a lunch menu for each of the two different systems.

· Legible copies of completed food production records for all meals in the review week.
· Completed Recipe Collection Forms for any standardized recipes used.

· Include local and modified United States Department of Agriculture (USDA) recipes.
· Completed Salad/Food Bar Forms for each day of review week, as applicable.

· Nutrition Facts Labels (or nutrient analysis data forms from manufacturers) for each commercially-prepared food used during review week.
