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According to 380.1507(5), districts that offer sex education shall establish an advisory board.  The advisory board is responsible for:
(a) Establishing program goals and objectives for pupil knowledge and skills that are likely to reduce the rates of sex, pregnancy, and sexually transmitted diseases. 
(b) Review the materials and methods of instruction used and make recommendations to the board of the school district for implementation. The advisory board shall take into consideration the school district's needs, demographics, and trends, including, but not limited to, teenage pregnancy rates, sexually transmitted disease rates, and incidents of student sexual violence and harassment. 

(c) At least once every 2 years, evaluate, measure, and report the attainment of program goals and objectives established under subdivision (a). The board of a school district shall make the resulting report available to parents in the school district

The policy supports and expands upon the guidance provided in Act 451 of 1976 and Act 94 of 1979 regarding the teaching of HIV and sex education in Michigan schools.  It includes specific recommendations for school districts on parent and community involvement, content of programs, meeting diverse student needs, principles of effective programs, professional development for instructors, and ongoing program evaluation.
