Reminder:  To expedite the review and approval of your SDFS application, the ODCP is asking for your assistance regarding prevention programs funded by Title IV.  For those programs not listed on an exemplary, promising, or model program list, please provide the research and analysis of the program.  All Title IV programs must meet the Principles of Effectiveness (see ODCP website: Federal Guidance for State and Local Implementation of SDFSCA Programs, page 7).  If proper documentation is not provided, the ODCP will request further information and thus delay the approval process.

2007-08 Final Report   
Note:  2007-08 Final Reports (due October 30, 2008, located in the red application under ‘view reports’) must be approved by ODCP before the ODCP will review and approve your 2008-2009 SDFS Application (blue). Based on Title IV Principles of Effectiveness (POE) (C), the ODCP shall fund programs that are based on “scientifically based” research that provides evidence that the program to be used will reduce violence and illegal drug use. Therefore, the 2007-2008 Final Report must include data that directly supports the prevention program(s) implemented and an analysis of this data (POE (B)) to show effectiveness.  If outcome data is not provided, SDFS funds will not fund that prevention program for 2008-2009.
2007-08 Carry Over Funds

Schools/ISDs are required to submit the 2007-2008 Final Expenditure Report through the CMS system in the Michigan Department of Education. Once CMS approves, the carry-over funds will be automatically transferred into the 2008-2009 SDFS application in MEGS. These carry over funds will appear on the Budget Summary page (lower left hand corner) and will be incorporated into the original budget.  In order to access these funds, an amendment will need to be processed and approved by ODCP.  Note: only 25% of the 2007-2008 allocation can be carried over into the 2008-2009 budget.
