2009-2010 SDFS Application
The ODCP encourages you to begin planning for the 2009-2010 Safe & Drug Free School Application. 
· [image: image2.wmf]2009-2010 SDFS Allocation—The ODCP is currently in the process of developing the school districts/ ISD’s allocation for the upcoming year. Once available, the ODCP will email all the Level 4 and 5’s with the current information. Therefore, make sure your Contact Information is accurate in the MEGS application.
· 2009-2010 SDFS Application—The MEGS application is scheduled to be on-line in May 2009. 
· Evaluation—Evaluation information, data, and an analysis is required both for reporting purposes (Final Report) and for consideration of future funding. This means prevention programs and one-year waiver programs will not be approved without the required data showing effectiveness of the prevention program implemented. 

· Needs Assessment—Please keep in mind that the Michigan Profile for Healthy Youth Survey (MiPHY) can be used for the Needs Assessment portion of the SDFS application. The ODCP will accept the MiPHY survey data alone, which means that no other data is required to be collected or reported. Available September 2009, the MiPHY survey is a free online, anonymous student survey which reports in aggregate form for local districts. It is a biennial survey designed to assess risk behaviors and risk and protective factors in grades 7, 9, and 11. The ODCP strongly encourages schools and ISD’s to consider this survey for your future needs assessment purposes.
Governor’s Discretionary Grant

The Michigan Department of Community Health, Office of Drug Control Policy (ODCP) will be announcing the FY 2010 competitive Governor’s Discretionary Grant (GDG) request for proposals shortly. Grant awards are contingent upon the availability of federal funds. 
The purpose of this grant is to solicit proposals from communities for evidence-based programs and activities that (1) prevent youth drug use and violence; (2) involve parents and communities; and (3) are coordinated with related state, school and community efforts and resources to foster a safe and drug-free learning environment that promotes student academic achievement.  Priority will be given to programs and activities that prevent illegal drug use and violence for children and youth who are not normally receiving such services during the school day. This includes populations that need special services or additional resources such as youth in juvenile detention facilities, runaway or homeless children and youth, pregnant and parenting teenagers, school dropouts, children of parents in treatment, and children of incarcerated parents.

The GDG Announcement, workshop information, and criteria will be available on the ODCP website soon. Note: Security Access Documentation must be processed and approved through the Michigan Department of Education before an application can be initiated. Therefore, begin the application process early. Please visit the ODCP website weekly for up-to-date information.
