2009-2010 SDFS Information
· The Office of Drug Control Policy has received an official notice from the U.S. Department of Education that the Safe and Drug-Free Schools (SDFS) funding will be available starting July 1, 2009 for the upcoming 2009-10 school year.  This funding is included in the FY 2009 federal budget, and it is the same amount that was allocated to Michigan in FY 2008.  Therefore, the allocations listed on our website and in MEGS (in the Allocation List link of the 2009-10 application) will remain the same.  Currently, the SDFS funding is proposed for elimination in the FY 2010 federal budget which would affect the 2010-2011 grant year.
· The 2009-10 MEGS application (green) is available in MEGS.  There is a MEGS glitch which may cause some applicants to be unable to initiate the grant.  Please contact your grant advisor if this is an issue for you. 
2008-2009 Final Report
· The Final Report can now be accessed by clicking the “View Reports” button in the 2008-2009 (blue) application box in MEGS.
· Evaluation information, data, and an analysis are required both for reporting purposes (Final Report) and for consideration of future funding. This means prevention programs and one-year waiver programs will not be approved again without the required data demonstrating effectiveness of the prevention program implemented. 
· All outcome data/information (reported by school district or through an ISD) must submit the individual school district data by completing the eight questions for each school district funded.  ISD’s can no longer submit this information via a spreadsheet. 
· The Final Report needs to be approved by ODCP before the 2009-10 SDFS application can be approved and funded.
